
 
 

 
Children education and work with illiterate women in  

Correctional House in Lipjan  
 
It has been two years, since Kosova Education Center as a part of its Child Rights Education 
project helps children of Kosova in different ways. One of the activities as part of the Child 
Rights project is work with children in Correctional House in Lipjan. Based on the needs and 
requests of the children in this correctional house to study English and know more about Child 
Rights, from March 2006, KEC is conducting meetings and trainings with the children in the 
correctional house. Children and Human Rights Education of the underage children that 
violated the law will continue until the month of June. The objective is helping the children 
integration in democratic life and in increasing their mobility. For this aim, courses fighting 
illiteracy are being organized which are attended by women located in Lipjan prison.  Taking 
into consideration the importance of the war against illiteracy, the courses organized for 
illiterate women are of great importance. Commitment for fighting illiteracy, which is being 
organized through courses, is shown to be successful due to the hard and volunteer work of 
Sofie Kllokoqi, the Child Rights Advisor and teacher in primary school “Meto Bajraktari” in 
Prishtina.   
 
The need for socialization, skill development, and psychosocial preparation is great for the 
children in correctional house, therefore; the intensive work and additional activities are a 
necessity. KEC in cooperation with “Qeshu-Smile” organization has organized cultural events 
for underage children that are being held in Correctional House in Lipjan. From December 
2005 until now three plays were played with educational messages. KEC and “Qeshu-Smile” 
activities are very well accepted from the children, the activities have great educational values 
and also help children to be open towards integration, socialization and also help in children 
preparation that after serving the time in the correctional house with no major difficulties 
reintegrate in the society.  
 
In the future, KEC will work in two directions in order to offer help to children and women in 
Correctional House in Lipjan. First, through cooperation with governmental institutions and 
non-governmental organizations will contribute towards creation of a friendly environment for 
the children that were in correctional houses, because based on some information and 
indicators, the children released from correctional houses are not being reintegrated in the 
society. This shows that the society is still not ready to help those children. Second, in 
cooperation with non-governmental organizations and different local institutions, KPS, Centers 
for Social Work, educational institutions KEC will work to prevent and decrease the underage 
delinquency. Surely, this is a complex job and requires commitment, but we are convinced that 
with creativity, great commitment and with an all-inclusive strategy within period 2007-2017, we 
will achieve this objective. This strategic objective is also an important developmental objective 
of the National Children Strategy in Kosova, which will be drafted within this year, and will 
implement from January 2007. A great help in this aspect will offer the Strategy of Pre-
University Education, which is in the process of preparation (drafting of the strategy is initiated 
from MASHT and is being implemented by KEC).

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Reading and Writing for Critical 

Thinking (RWCT) 
 
■ On 18 and 19 of March the second 
seminar was conducted as part of the 
teachers training program of the 750 
teachers in 25 groups that is being 
implemented by KEC in cooperation with 
MEST. After the completion of the 
training, the participants have made their 
evaluations on the program, which were 
mostly positive evaluation of the trainers, 
materials distributed and the program in 
general. 
 
■ From 24th – 26th of March, Step by Step 
and Reading and Writing for Critical 
Thinking projects conducted the first part 
of training of the trainers, attended from 
40 participants – 20 Step by Step trainers 
assistants and 20 RWCT certified teachers. 
The trainer was Tatjana Vonta (PhD) from 
Slovenia. The second part of the training 
of the trainers on CTRW will be held on 
April 15- 16, whereas the second part of 
the Step by Step will be held on April 19-
20. After the completion of the second 
part, all participants that fulfill the 
certification criteria and standards will be 
certified as trainers.  

 
 
 
 

Step by Step 
 
■ On 9,10,13,14 and 15 of March a basic 
training for first grade teachers was 
conducted. The participants in the 
trainings were mostly students and 
unemployed teachers. After the 
completion of the training (40 hours), 35 
participants were certified for 
participation.  

 
■ On 19 of March the training of the pre-
school teachers was completed in 
Mitrovica. This was the sixth training 
organized by “Save the children”. 
  
■ On March 16, a meeting was organized 
with contact persons in kindergarten 
"Nëna Kambrini" in Prizren. Except for 
the contact persons three kindergarten 
principals were also present in the meeting.   
 
Topics discussed were: 
• Usage of recycling materials as didactics 
tools; and 
• Cooperation with families 
 
As foreseen in this meeting, in the next 
meeting which will be held in Prishtina on 
April will be discussed about planning of 
the pre-school teachers work in 
kindergartens. 

Activity description of the programs 
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Governance and Leadership in 

Education  
  
■ As a part of the “Governance and 
Leadership in Education” program, 27 
participants from different cities of 
Kosova were certified after completion of 
the 9 modules with a total of 132 hours. 
The participants are certified for 
participation, where attendance of at least 
80% of the seminars and participation in 2 
half-day meetings were certification 
criteria. All seminars were conducted in 
Prishtina from October 2005 – March 
2006. During the month of April the 
interested candidates can start applying for 
becoming trainers and the certification will 
be done based on the independent work 
and the testing results. The testing will be 
done with different methods prepared 
from the manual “Governance and 
Leadership in Education”. 

 
 

Child Rights Education 
 
■ The activities of the “Child Rights 
Education” project have continued as well 
as the certification of a great number of 
the teachers as Child Right Advisor’s.  
 
■ Also, in cooperation with MEST, 
UNICEF, ILO-IPEC, Prime Minister’s 

Office for Good Governance and Ministry 
of Culture, Youth, Sport and non 
Residential Affairs have reached an 
agreement and distribution of the duties 
for the activities as part of the “Education 
Week for All”, which will start on 24th of 
April and end on 30th April 2006.  Each 
institution including KEC based on the 
agreement will work on organizing the 
event.  
 
■ In accordance with OMBUDSPERSON 
officials, it was agreed that the Child Right 
Advisors as a part of the Child Rights 
Education project together with school 
committees, will be cooperating 
continuously with the authorized person 
on child rights from the Ombudsperson’s 
office and will continuously report child 
right violations.
