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Child Rights Education 
 
■ As a part of this project, during July-
August, the research on inter-ethnic 
relationships in Kosova has continued, also 
an analysis and interpretation of the results 
was done for the research on prejudices 
and gender stereotypes in textbooks of the 
obligatory education.  
 
■ In the meantime, the team is working in 
drafting of the national strategy for Child 
Rights in Kosova, which will be presented 
in Regional Conference that is going to be 
held on 6 and 7 of October 2006. During 
this period a report on the implementation 
of the project “Child Rights Education” was 
prepared, which was sent to the donor-
Irish organization Trocaire. This report is 
published on the Internet, in the Child 
Rights Web page: www.childrights-ks.org.  
 
■ As a part of its continued work KEC has 
secured funding for a one-year regional 
project that will start from January 2007. 
This project is about Child Rights and Civic 
Education. The project will be implemented 
in 5 countries: Albania, Kosova, Serbia, 
Macedonia and Montenegro.  

 

 
Step by Step 

 
■ The training on Step-by-Step 
methodology was held on 5-7 of July for the 
second grade of the primary school, which 
mostly was attended by primary schools 
teachers. After the three-day training (24 
hours), 30 participants were certified for 
participation in the training.  
 
■ Also from 28-30 of August 2006 in 
Kosova Education Center premises the 
three-day training was held for the third 
class of the primary schools on Step-by-
Step methodology. The participants in the 
training were primary school teachers 

employed in education, education officials, 
counselors, professors, and university 
students and also program trainers.  
39 people were certified for participation in 
the three day (24 hours) training.  

 
Reading and Writing for 
Critical Thinking– RWCT  

 
■ During the month of July KEC in 
cooperation with MEST has re-scheduled the 
training agenda for the 25 groups that have 
started as part of the RWCT project. As a 
result of consultations, the new agenda is set, 
which will involve the period September- 
December 2006. The preparation for the 
seminars was done in August, while a 
consultation meeting was held with trainers 
on 31 of August. The trainers were informed 
of the new seminars schedule, reporting 
methods and seminar development. The 
representative from the MEST training office 
was present in the meeting.   

 

 
Education against corruption 

 
■ During August model lessons of the 
teachers that took part in the training 
“Education against corruption” held in June, 
were gathered. These model lessons will be 
published as additional material in the book 
that will be published as part of this project. 
Also during the month of August, there were 
identified the trainers that will take part in 
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the program and the necessary preparation 
were done for a successful start of the 
training program for 210 teachers in 7 
centers of Kosova. During the preparations 
the trainer’s teams were set, the dates for 
training and securing the logistics. The 
selection of the participants was done from 
the representatives of REO in 7 regions of 
Kosova. Three-day training will be 
organized for teachers of social sciences: 
Psychology, Civic Education, Sociology, 
Albanian and History. So, the participants 
will be the teachers that can integrate the 
idea of the education against corruption in 
their curriculum. The training in every 
region will be held on September.  
 

 
New strategies on teaching 

and learning  
 
■ On 1 and 2 of July the last training was 
conducted in Gjakova which also ended the 
training cycle as part of the project “New 
strategies on teaching and learning” which 
is implemented by Kosova Education 
Center (KEC) in cooperation with 
Managing Unit of the World Bank“ 
Improvement of participation in 
education”.  
150 teachers of different subjects took part 
in 10 day training (90 hours), were 
monitored in their classes, took part in 
half-day meeting and presented the 
monitoring results. In the beginning of 
September the monitoring will be done and 
on 16 of September the half-day meeting 
will be held in all the regions. After the 
half-day meeting the participants will get 
certified.   

 
 

“Third Millennium” School 
 
■ The staff has done all the necessary 
preparation for the start of the new 
academic year 2006/2007 for the “Third 
Millennium” school on 4 of September 
2006. The number of the students is almost 
filled for the new classes, also the teaching 
staff is chosen. Different trainings and 
workshops were conducted for teachers of 

the schools where they presented annual 
work plans, development of the curriculum, 
and work management in class, Step-by-Step 
etc. Regarding technical preparation, the 
new school is built with 2,500 m2, which 
guarantees optimal conditions and enough 
space for development of the educational 
activities and other activities as planned by 
the annual work plan of the school “Third 
Millennium”.  
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
