
Education Participation 
Improvement Project (EPIP)

■ This project financed by World Bank is 
designed to improve attendance in 
primary and secondary education. The 
project is organized in five rounds, and in 
each round approximately 100 primary 
and secondary schools can apply for 
funds dedicated for implementation of 
school projects. In December, all 
trainings for schools of the fifth round 
have been completed, and the 
participating schools have already 
prepared their three year development 
plans having moved to the stage of 
planning school projects. It is expected 
that these projects will be reviewed by 
the School Grants Approval Board in 
beginning of February 2006. 

At present, implementation of school 
projects is ongoing or has ended in 200 
schools of the first and the second round, 
whereas on December 13, MEST has 
signed contracts for the implementation 
of school projects with 100 schools of the 
third round. It is expected that the 
implementation of school projects in 100 
schools of the fourth round will start in 
January 2006.

The implementation of projects is 
monitored from MEST Project 
Coordinating Unit, in cooperation with 
KEC.

Governance and Leadership in 
Education

■ Training on “Governance and 
Leadership in Education” has continued 
with a two day module on Logical 

Framework Approach. This 
comprehensive training program is 
dedicated to education administrators of 
all levels and is followed by 30 
participants. It is planned that all 
modules of the program are delivered by 
the end - March 2006. 

Step by Step

■ The monitoring of classrooms applying 
Step-by-Step methodology in pre-school 
and primary level has been carried out in 
December according to the plan for the
first semester. Monitoring reports for this 
calendar year for 34 pre-school and 102 
classes in 12 primary schools have been 
summarized.

■ The last two days of the basic training 
for pre-school teachers from the Prizren 
Region took place on December 3-4. 

■ Based on a monitoring report from a 
large number of preschool classes 
conducted with the aim to evaluate the 
current situation, advanced trainings for 
educators who work with the preschool 
children in the regions of Mitrovica, 
Ferizaj and Gjilan will start in January.
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Reading and Writing for Critical 
Thinking (RWCT)

■ In December, 41 teachers from 
elementary school “Hasan Prishtina” in 
Prishtina, have completed the RWCT 
training program. These teachers, being 
aware of advantages of applying the 
RWCT techniques and strategies , have 
shown readiness to participate in 
covering a part of the training expenses. 
In order to support this initiative, KEC 
has made available for free the 8 manuals 
of RWCT program for all the 
participants. Certification shall take place 
later this month in the school premises. 

■  the last RWCT Trainings for 40 
teachers from Child Friendly Schools 
form the Peja Region, and other 30 
teachers from Child Friendly Schools 
from the Mitrovica Region took place in 
December. As it was planned, all the 
trainees from the Peja and the Mitrovica 
regions were monitored for the second 
time. The monitors observed an 
increased commitment of teachers in 
applying strategies and techniques of the 
program in their classes and a higher 
level of familiarization of pupils with 
new teaching and learning 
methodologies. Training of those 
teachers was organized in cooperation 
with UNICEF and Regional Offices in 
Peja and Mitrovica. Participants in Peja 
will be certified later this month, while 
participants in Mitrovica will be certified 
in January 2006.

■ In 2005, the RWCT program supported 
by different donors has reached 1,200 
teachers of different levels and subjects 
all over the country. If we would take 
into account the duration of the RWCT 
training program, which consists of 120 
hours of training, it is obvious that it 
represents a significant contribution the 

professional development of the Kosovar 
teachers. Out of 1200 teachers involved 
in the trainings, 1000 teachers have 
received participation certificates, 
whereas the rest of them will be certified 
in January 2006.

Education for Human/Child 
Rights

■ In the occasion of season’s holidays 
Kosova Education Center team that leads 
the Education for Human/Child 
RightsProject, took an initiative to collect 
money from pupils in the elementary 
nonpublic school “Third Millennium” to 
prepare presents for the children who are 
in the Correctional Center in Lipjan. 
With the symbolic amount of money 
collected from pupils of this school, 
presents were delivered to more than 50 
children.

Appart from this,  a play for the children 
from the Correctional Center was 
organized. The play titled “A better 
world for all” was given by NGO “Qeshu 
– Smile” – directed by Mr. Avni Dalipi.  

Strategy for Pre-University 
Education

■ KEC has been contracted by MEST to 
offer technical assistance to the process 
of developing the Strategy for Pre-
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University Education 2007-2017.

First step of this process is to organize 
one day workshops in seven regions of 
Kosova, which should offer information 
for the strengths and weaknesses of the 
education system from the point of view 
of stakeholders such as: educational 
authorities, teachers, pupils, civil society, 
donors etc. 

In cooperation with Regional Education 
Development Offices, KEC has made all 
the necessary preparations to organize 
those workshops by the end of 2005.  

Lifelong learning Festival

■ The Lifelong Learning Festival took 
place in Prishtina December 15-17. As 
part of the Festival, a two day conference 
on lifelong learning was organized, with 
participation of education experts, 
government officials, representatives of 
international institutions, teachers and 
parents. 

Also, part of this festival was a fair 
where a lot of educational institutions 
and organizations from Kosova were 
represented. Kosova Education Center 
was represented in the fair with a 
considerable number of its publications 
and different materials developed within 
its  projects and programs.
