PURPOSE

The “After-School Support for Teens” Program (ASSET) requests price quotations from vendors for 1 American made Vehicle.  

BACKGROUND

After School Support for Teens Program (ASSET) is a 5 year, USAID funded program, managed by Kosova Education Centre (KEC), a Kosovo-based non-governmental organization in partnership with FHI 360 and Crimson Capital Corp. ASSET’s main aim is to develop employability and entrepreneurial skills in Youth and a positive attitude to their future.
REQUEST FOR QUOTATION

Specifications of Vehicle

ASSET solicits quotes from vendors who are able to provide a vehicle with the following specifications:

· 4-wheels drive

· A minimum of five seats

· Anti-lock brakes system (ABS)

· Diesel engine

· Availability of the vehicle in Kosovo (stocked or can be shipped). If shipped, vehicle must be on US flag ocean vessel from place of origin to Kosovo. Vender must confirm flag of ocean vessel with quote.

· A US Source/Origin vehicle with a VIN starting with 1, 4 or 5 is requested

Ability of the Vendor

Further, ASSET requests that vendors be able to meet the following criteria where possible:

· Able to ship the vehicle directly to Pristina, Kosovo (reflect this cost in the quote separate from cost of vehicle)

· Able to guarantee price for at least 90 days

· Able to guarantee availability of vehicle for 90 days

Quotation Deadline and Format

Tender Dosier to this RFQ should be submitted in hard copy in sealed envelopes in one copy at the address KEC-ASSET “Third Millennium Compound”. Isa Kastrati Str. nn Pristina no later than Wednesday August 21st, 2017 at 14:00h, local time. Any quotes received after this date and time may not be accepted and shall be considered non-responsive.
Any questions or requests for clarification need to be submitted in writing to the email address akamberi@kec-ks.org no later than Thursday 15th of August, 2017.
PRICE AND AVAILABILITY GUARANTEE

The Vendor must be able to guarantee the price and the availability of the vehicle for at least 90 days.

EVALUATION

Based on the Lowest Price Technically Acceptable Source Selection Process, award may be made to the offeror submitting the lowest evaluated price that meets or exceeds the technical acceptability standards.  Technical capability may be evaluated by how well the proposed products meet the minimum technical specifications set for in this RFQ. 

CONTRACT MECHANISM

A fixed-price purchase order may be awarded to the responsive vendor whose quote will be evaluated based on the ability to meet product specifications, vendor ability and lowest price.  In the event that the equipment and supply amounts need to be shifted after the signature of a purchase order with the selected vendor, KEC will modify the purchase order.

CLIENT PRIOR APPROVAL

The solicited goods, once an offeror has been selected, will be subject to client approval before an order can be placed. Therefore, offerors are reminded that there may be delays for this process to complete. In addition should such approval not be given, then this solicitation will be cancelled.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

Offerors are responsible for review of the terms and conditions described below and in the award template attached.  If relevant, particular attention should be paid to clauses regarding USAID geographic code, marking and branding requirements and equipment and commodity purchases.

WITHDRAWALS OF PROPOSALS

Offerors may withdraw proposals by written notice via email received at any time before award.  Proposals may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or his/her authorized representative, if the representative’s identity is made known and the representative signs a receipt for the proposal before award.

RIGHT TO SELECT/REJECT
KEC reserves the right to select and negotiate with those firms it determines, in its sole discretion, to be qualified for competitive proposals and to terminate negotiations without incurring any liability.  KEC also reserves the right to reject any or all proposals received without explanation. 

DISCLAIMER

This RFQ represents only a definition of requirements. It is merely an invitation for submission of proposals and does not legally obligate KEC to accept any of the submitted proposals in whole or in part, nor is KEC obligated to select the lowest priced proposal. KEC reserves the right to negotiate with any or all firms, both with respect to price, cost and/or scope of services. KEC has no contractual obligations with any firms based upon issuance of this RFQ. It is not an offer to contract. Only the execution of a written contract shall obligate KEC in accordance with the terms and conditions contained in such contract. 

REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FIRM GUARANTEE

All information submitted in connection with this RFQ will be valid for three (3) months from the RFQ due date. If your firm is awarded the contract, all information in the RFQ and negotiation process is contractually binding. 

OFFER VERIFICATION

KEC may contact offerors to confirm contact person, address, bid amount and to confirm that the bid was submitted for this solicitation.

FALSE STATEMENTS IN OFFER

Offerors must provide full, accurate and complete information as required by this solicitation and its attachments.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Offerors must provide disclosure of any past, present or future relationships with any parties associated with the issuance, review or management of this solicitation and anticipated award.  Failure to provide full and open disclosure may result in KEC having to re-evaluate selection of a potential offeror.

RESERVED RIGHTS

All RFQ responses become the property of KEC and KEC reserves the right in its sole discretion to: 

· To disqualify any offer based on offeror failure to follow solicitation instructions.

· KEC reserves the right to waive any deviations by offerors from the requirements of this solicitation that in KEC's opinion are considered not to be material defects requiring rejection or disqualification; or where such a waiver will promote increased competition.

· Extend the time for submission of all RFQ responses after notification to all offerors.

· Terminate or modify the RFQ process at any time and re-issue the RFQ to whomever KEC deems appropriate.

· KEC reserves the right to issue an award based on the initial evaluation of offers without discussion.

· Award only part of the activities in the solicitation or issue multiple awards based on solicitation activities.
